8:00 a.m. – 9:00 a.m. Breakfast onboard US Airways

9:10 a.m. Arrival at Reagan National Airport

9:15 a.m. – 10:00 a.m. Exit plane, use restrooms, proceed to bus loading areas

10:15 a.m. – 12:15 p.m. Vietnam Memorial, Korean Memorial, Lincoln Memorial
